Dan Sanders reported for City of Yuma:



32nd Street from Avenue A to Avenue B – Final design almost complete and should be out

5th Avenue water line extension – ongoing and on schedule for a September completion date.


Avenue 3E water line project, 16th St. to North of I-8 – Contractor starts on Monday and contract is
for a 60-day duration.

Bruce Fenske reported for ADOT:

main line during day and paving the ramps at night.   
Signage on I-8 from milepost 0 to 19 – Ongoing and having been working at night to avoid conflict

with paving operations.

Mirna Rodriguez reported for City of Somerton:



Somerton Avenue, from Fern Street to Jefferson –  Scope of work completed last week. 

HSIP/Design parking on Main Street – Working on design with ADOT.

Enhancement Project/Somerton Canal Pathway – In the pre-design process with ADOT.  
Enhancement Project /Main Street from Bingham to Somerton Avenue – No report.
Local project - Williams St. addition – Under construction – 10% complete.
IV.
2012 TIP

Paul Patane stated that this item changed over the weekend.  Initial plan was to send it out for review;


however, during the AQ conformity meeting last Friday, FHWA recommended that YMPO not do a 2012 TIP. 


If a 2012 TIP was done, it would require a new conformity analysis.  A yearly TIP is not required so

amendments can be done if new projects are requested.  San Luis project (Main Street) will no longer require a match.  Mr. Patane asked Bruce Fenske to confirm that ADOT will be funding the entire Main Street project in San Luis.  
Mr. Patane did a call for new projects for 2016 and 2017 to add to the TIP.

V.
2012 AND 2013 HSIP PROJECTS
Paul Patane reported that more projects need to be submitted.  The City of Yuma is the only agency that submitted a project for 2013, and it was sent to the TAC for review.  Mr. Patane commented that at this time, the City is only approved to do enhancement projects - not the administration on projects.  He asked Mr. Olea to check with Michael Jones at ADOT (Alvin Stump’s on vacation) and verify this information.  Once verified it can be sent to Irene at ADOT. 
Mr. Patane suggested a sign project for the Town of Wellton as it is eligible for funding.  Rodney Rinehart replied that Joe Grant is putting together an inventory on what is needed – striping, signing, etc.  
Mr. Patane stated that the HSIP link will be forwarded to TAC members.

Charles Gutierrez reported that traffic counts were done in Somerton at the Avenue B & County 15th Street intersection, so this may be an HSIP project as well.  Mr. Patane suggested that a mini-DCR be submitted as soon as possible as this will be an 18-month process.  There is a match requirement of 5.7%.

VI.
PROJECT RANKING CRITERIA
No progress has been made since the last meeting and Mr. Patane has not received any comments.  However, Mr. Patane was able to locate some project ranking criteria information that was previously used by YMPO that can possibly be incorporated into the latest criteria.  He needs feedback as to whether or not the TAC is comfortable using the criteria.
VII.
RAIL CORRIDOR STUDY

At the last Executive Board, it was approved to move forward with the rail corridor study.  The focus is to look for a feasible north-south corridor connection with the Feramex line, to the U.P. line.  The scope of work will be developed over the next month and will go out to the TAC for review and comments.  Feedback is critical and beneficial.  The TAC for the corridor study will consist of a broader variety of agencies, and most likely consist of a subcommittee.  YMPO will do an RFP and have a panel to evaluate and select a consultant.  Timeframe for completion will be approximately 18 months.  
VIII.
PROJECT UPDATES
Charles Gutierrez introduced Omar Heredia of the Cocopah Indian Tribe and stated that Cocopah Tribe needs to be added to the Project Status Reports for the following items:

20-year Transportation Plan – being updated by a Colorado firm.


Application for grant to extend an existing street on the reservation.


Would like to do a study on the East Reservation for another access road on top of the Mesa,


connecting 17 ½.  Mr. Patane suggested a PARA project for this.

Jennifer Albers asked if the Mexico side of the Port of Entry was open at this time and Mr. Fenske replied that it was.  The commercial traffic from the port is coming North on the SR195.  Ms. Albers asked about the schedule for widening Avenue 3E over the Interstate and Mr. Fenske replied that the clearance project is being completed, advertising will be done around November, and project start date will be sometime in February.
