John Savicky reported for Yuma County:



HSIP – RPMs from Co. 23rd to Arizona Avenue – First meeting held on July 13, 2011.  
Foothills PARA Study –Meeting will be held in October.  Paul Melcher added that the County met

with the consultant and will submit numbers on TAZ, current populations and projected populations to them by this Friday.
County 14th & Somerton Avenue Intersection Improvement – 30% complete.
Avenue C – 1st Street to 8th Street – Advertising for bids (close on July 26, 2011).
Avenue E, Co. 23rd to Co. 14th Extension CBI project –IGA received, but there are issues on how

selections are being made for consultants (by ADOT), so County will be meeting with ADOT to discuss issues.
John Starkey reported for the City of San Luis:



Juan Sanchez Boulevard overlay – Revised IGA received from ADOT on June 30 and awaiting

comments from City.


US 95/Main street – ADOT is combining this project with another project (downtown San Luis). 

This will change the traffic configuration in and out of the Port of Entry.  A business meeting is scheduled for August 3rd at 10 am at San Luis City Hall, and a public meeting is scheduled on August 31 at 6 pm at San Luis City Hall.


Paul Brooberg reported for City of Yuma:



32nd Street from Avenue A to Avenue B – Project has been downsized from a widen and reconstruct

to a reconstruct in place.  Bidding to occur in August.


5th Avenue water line extension – 65% completed, with a completion date in September.


Avenue 3E water line project, 16th St. to North of I-8 – Repaving of the east ramp has been

completed, with the exception of the final pavement markings, which will be done in three weeks.  Final walkthrough is scheduled for next week.

Bruce Fenske reported for ADOT:  
I-8 from milepost 0.56 to 13.7 – Paving is complete and miscellaneous work is being performed. 

Project should be completed next month.   
Signage on I-8 from milepost 0 to 19 – Contractor taking one month off, which will allow for ADOT

to complete their work associated with the paving project.

Sam Palacios reported for City of Somerton:



Somerton Avenue, from Fern Street to Jefferson –  Under design by consultant. 

HSIP/Design parking on Main Street – Under design by ADOT.

II.
INTRODUCTION OF THE NEW TRANSIT DIRECTOR, JOHN ANDOH
Paul Patane introduced Mr. John Andoh, the new Transit Director.  Mr. Andoh gave a brief history of his experience, and a round-table introduction of the TAC was done.

V.
FUNCTIONAL CLASSIFICATIONS
a.   Archibald Street 
b.   Urtuzuastegui Street

Paul Patane explained that the above streets need to be reclassified in order to receive federal funding.  A subcommittee has been formed and will recommend the reclassification and present to the TAC.  However, Archibald and Urtuzuastegui Streets reclassification had to go to the Executive Board at the July 7th meeting for approval so that the project would not be delayed.  The board approved the reclassifications to Urban Principal Arterials.  The reclassification information will be forwarded to John Starkey.

c.   1st Avenue/truck route

Current classification is Major Collector; however, the subcommittee is recommending that it be reclassified as an Urban Principal Arterial.

d.   Avenue E
Currently not classified, but will discuss at the next subcommittee meeting.
VI.
PARA PROGRAM AND TIMELINES
Paul Patane distributed a handout on PARA Programs and stated that applications are now due for FY 2012.  The due date is August 10, 2011, and 10 hard copies with one CD version must be submitted.  City of Somerton and Cocopah Indian tribe will be submitting applications.  Mr. Patane added that information on a PARA webinar/workshop will be forwarded to the TAC.  Mr. Patane asked Mark Hoffman of ADOT if the Quechan Indian Tribe was eligible for PARA funding and Mr. Hoffman replied that he would follow-up on the question and let Mr. Patane know.
VII.
AIR QUALITY DOCUMENTATION FOR PAST FISCAL YEAR CONTROL MEASURES
Paul Patane stated that all entities need to begin gathering and consolidating the information they used for additional credits, street sweeping, paving, etc. for air quality.  Mr. Patane added that he would send an e-mail on how to put the information together.
VIII.
PUBLIC COMMENT AGENDA ITEM AT TAC MEETINGS
Paul Patane stated that YMPO staff is developing ideas and changes that will be improving YMPO.  Staff has looked at other MPO areas and some have agendas that consist of Call to the Public.  At this time, he asked the TAC how it felt about adding this item to the agenda, but added that it is not a requirement.  Chairman Starkey asked if the TAC was bound by other councils, such as open meeting laws.  Paul Melcher suggested that YMPO legal counsel research whether or not TAC meetings have to be open to the public.  After a short discussion, the following motion was made:

2016-2017 TIP PROJECT REQUESTS
Paul Patane announced a call for new projects that can include STP funds for projects for FY 2016 and FY 2017.   A presentation will be made to the TAC that should include a description of the project and why it should receive funding, and the TAC will use the ranking criteria to score projects.  These projects will be included in next year’s new TIP.  Ranking criteria will be decided in August and presentations will be made at the September TAC meeting.  John Andoh asked if transit was available for STP funds then Paul Melcher asked if transit projects qualify for STP funds and Mark Hoffman replied that he would check on funding criteria and let Mr. Patane know the results.

2012, 2013 and 2014 HSIP – CALL FOR PROJECTS

Paul Patane stated that YMPO is doing a call for HSIP projects for 2012, 2013 and 2014.  As of today, YMPO has only received 1 application from the City of Yuma, for FY 2013.  There is $600,000 allocated per region and dollars do not carry over.  Therefore, if it is not awarded in our region, it is reallocated to another region.
